The Collect - 5th Sunday after Trinity  

Psalm 1 (said together) 

1 Blessed is the one who does not walk in step with the wicked or stand in the way that sinners take or sit in the company of mockers,
2 but whose delight is in the law of the Lord, and who meditates on his law day and night.
3 That person is like a tree planted by streams of water, which yields its fruit in season and whose leaf does not wither - whatever they do prospers.
4 Not so the wicked! They are like chaff that the wind blows away.
5 Therefore the wicked will not stand in the judgment, nor sinners in the assembly of the righteous.
6 For the Lord watches over the way of the righteous, but the way of the wicked leads to destruction.
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Psalm 2 
1 Why do the nations conspire and the peoples plot in vain?
2 The kings of the earth rise up and the rulers band together against the Lord and against his anointed, saying, 3 “Let us break their chains and throw off their shackles.” 4 The One enthroned in heaven laughs; the Lord scoffs at them. 
5 He rebukes them in his anger and terrifies them in his wrath, saying, 
6 “I have installed my king on Zion, my holy mountain.” 
7 I will proclaim the Lord’s decree: He said to me, “You are my son; today I have become your father. 
8 Ask me, and I will make the nations your inheritance, the ends of the earth your possession. 
9 You will break them with a rod of iron you will dash them to pieces like pottery.” 
10 Therefore, you kings, be wise; be warned, you rulers of the earth. 
11 Serve the Lord with fear and celebrate his rule with trembling. 
12 Kiss his son, or he will be angry and your way will lead to your destruction, for his wrath can flare up in a moment. Blessed are all who take refuge in him.

Jesus is King, & I will extol him - T & P  72

1 Jesus is King and I will extol him, 
give him the glory, and honour his name; 
he reigns on high, enthroned in the heavens - 
Word of the Father, exalted for us.

2 We have a hope  that is steadfast and certain, 
gone through the curtain and touching the throne; 
we have a priest who is there interceding,
pouring his grace on our lives day by day.

3 We come to him, our priest and apostle, 
clothed in his glory and bearing his name, 
laying our lives with gladness before him –
filled with his Spirit we worship the King:

Hear the Gospel of our Saviour Christ, according to Matthew  chapter 11 beginning at verse 16 
Glory to you, Lord Jesus Christ. 

16 “To what can I compare this generation? They are like children sitting in the marketplaces and calling out to others: 17 “‘We played the pipe for you, and you did not dance; we sang a dirge, and you did not mourn.’ 18 For John came neither eating nor drinking, and they say, ‘He has a demon.’ 19 The Son of Man came eating and drinking, and they say, ‘Here is a glutton and a drunkard, a friend of tax collectors and sinners.’ But wisdom is proved right by her deeds.” 25 At that time Jesus said, “I praise you, Father, Lord of heaven and earth, because you have hidden these things from the wise and learned, and revealed them to little children. 26 Yes, Father, for this is what you were pleased to do. 27 “All things have been committed to me by my Father. No one knows the Son except the Father, and no one knows the Father except the Son and those to whom the Son chooses to reveal him. 28 “Come to me, all you who are weary and burdened, and I will give you rest. 29 Take my yoke upon you and learn from me, for I am gentle and humble in heart, and you will find rest for your souls. 30 For my yoke is easy and my burden is light.”

We believe in the Holy Spirit, 
the Lord, the giver of life,  
who proceeds from the Father and the Son,  
who with the Father and the Son 
is worshipped and glorified, 
who has spoken through the prophets.
We believe in one holy catholic 
and apostolic Church.  
We acknowledge one baptism 
for the forgiveness of sins.  
We look for the resurrection of the dead, 
and the life of the world to come. Amen.
